Informational items:    
•    The Solar Energy Technology Office (DOE) has launched the American-Made Large Animal and Solar System
Operations (LASSO) Prize, a competition designed to bring cattle agrivoltaics projects to life.  The LASSO Prize
will provide more than $8 million in cash prizes to develop innovative co-location practices, build pilot sites, and
share information on best practices, costs, energy, and agricultural outcomes.  An informational webinar is
scheduled on September 24 at 1 PM ET, registration is required.

•    The APLU is hosting a webinar on October 10 at 5:00 PM ET for the Administrative Heads Section, titled
“Appointing, Equipping and Engagement of CARET Delegates”.  Registration is required.

•    The APLU Annual Meeting is scheduled for November 10-12 in Orlando Florida.  The theme of this year’s
meeting is “Our Public Purpose”.  Registration for the meeting is open and the cost of registration goes up on
October 1.

•    The APLU has re-opened the search for the Director of Agriculture and International Development in the
Governmental Affairs Office.  The preferred application deadline is September 30.

•    CAST is hosting a webinar on Thursday, September 26, 2 PM ET, titled “H5Nx Policy Gaps and the Path
Forward: A Deep Dive into the current situation of H5 influenza”.  The presenters will explore the critical
challenges and future direction in addressing H5 influenza. This presentation will provide a unique opportunity to
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engage with leading experts from the American Association of Avian Pathologists (AAAP).  Registration is
required.
